EGISTRATION - All berths are available to teams on a direct buy-in basis. Registrations are added to
ournaments in the order that payment is received. Teams register for these tournaments through via
NYTB's online open tournament registration Hosted Tournaments > Open > Sign Up.

NTRY FEE - $200. Teams pay their own umpire fees throughout. Each team receives a dozen high
uality baseballs and tournament finalists receive prizes (see below). Any team unable to participate
ecause of a conflict with advancement in an AABC/NABF/PONY sanctioned national championship
ournament series shall receive a full refund. Any team unable to participate for any other reason shall be
ntitled to a full refund IF AND ONLY IF another team from the waiting list takes its place.

OSTING FORMAT - The 4 and 6 team formats are played on Friday night through Sunday. The 5 team
ormat begins on Friday and ends on Monday. Each tournament format requires both a primary and a
econdary host site (unless primary host has two fields). Games are played at both sites on Friday and
aturday. The 6 team format may require use of a 3rd field on Friday night, depending on availability of
ights etc. The 6 games on Saturday can be played on two fields, though non-host teams may have to travel
o both sites to play on Saturday. The three championship round games on Sunday (both 4 team and 6
eam formats) are played at the primary host site.

RIZES - Team prizes include a dozen high quality tournament baseballs for each entrant. In addition, the
op 2 finishing teams shall receive team championship trophies (ENYTB trademark "3-Bat, Glove & Ball"
rophies) and a valuable team prize from the Extra Innings-Saratoga training facility.
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
